CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left knee pain, diarrhea, itching of the groin, and followup after colonoscopy.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has left knee pain on and off, but it has been persistent for the last two to three weeks. The pain level is 5 and it is relieved after resting. The patient *________* almost 8-10 hours and he had knee x-ray few years ago and it showed osteoarthritis. At this time, the patient does not have any joint effusion.
The patient has diarrhea on and off and had diagnosed with irritable bowel syndrome with diarrhea. The patient is on generic Imodium and iron supplement. The patient does not take everyday and today he has no diarrhea.
The patient also complained of itching in both the groins and he had yeast infection in the past and he used cream with good relief and is requesting refill. The patient had itching for past 10 days.

The patient had a colonoscopy and he had 3 mm colon polyp removed. The patient does not have any abdominal pain or black stools.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chills, change in the stool color, urinary incontinence, leg swelling, calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for gout and he is on allopurinol 100 mg once a day.
The patient has a history of vitamin D deficiency and he is on vitamin D supplement 5000 IU everyday.

The patient has a history of prostatic hypertrophy and he is on Toviaz 4 mg once a day.
The patient has a history of allergic dermatitis and he uses triamcinolone cream 0.5% apply as needed.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he has three adult children. The patient works as a cashier in a restaurant and the patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
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OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft and there is no organomegaly and bowel sounds are active. Groin is unremarkable.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.

Musculoskeletal examination reveals tenderness of the knee joint medially and there is no joint effusion. Weightbearing is painful.
