PATIENT NAME: Davila, Felipe

DATE OF SERVICE: 03/02/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient’s blood sugar is low in the morning. He does not take his insulin the way he supposed to take. He takes it at supper around 8 p.m., but he does not take insulin until 11 p.m. because he does not have an insulin pen with him when he eats out at 8 p.m. We advised patient to take insulin pen in his scar. His blood sugars are low in the morning therefore Toujeo insulin will be decreased to 65 units daily. The patient will continue NovoLog 10 units before lunch and 17 units before supper. He will keep one pen at work for lunchtime insulin and he will keep one pen in the car for insulin at suppertime when he goes to eat out. Hemoglobin A1c will be done. He will be seen again in four months.
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
