Neck: No lymph nodes felt in the neck. JVP flat. Carotid palpable.

Chest: Symmetrical.
Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.
Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. History of hypertension well controlled.

2. History of coronary artery disease stable.

3. Degenerative joint disease much better now.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will draw CBC, CMP, lipids, and check it.
