This 17-year-old patient comes today for evaluation. He complains of abdominal discomfort and diarrhea and extreme weakness and some sore throat going on for last two to three days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of ongoing issues with loose bowel movement and that too very frequent apparently some intolerance to lactose.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 17-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5’9” and weight 160 pounds.

Eyes/ENT: Dryness. Throat congested. 

Neck: Lymph nodes are negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: Diminished skin turgor, but no edema.

DIAGNOSES: 
1. Dehydration.

2. History of ongoing diarrhea.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go and give him two liters of sodium chloride with 25 mg Phenergan and also told the patient to take Imodium 1-2 mg after each loose bowel movement and also he was given Rocephin 1 g IV and he is referred to gastroenterologist to be seen tomorrow.
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
