The patient seen today with complaints of blisters on the back of throat with throat pain, worried he might have strep.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Sore throat for few days and history of strep.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: ADD.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: For ADD.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history as above with recurrent strep.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Pupils are equal and reactive to light and accommodation. Extraocular muscles intact. Pharynx with erythema and tonsillar exudates. Neck: Supple without masses. No adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Skin: Negative for erythema or rash. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient has strep test which was positive.
PLAN: Because of strep pharyngitis, the patient was given amoxicillin 400 mg b.i.d. for 10 days. Follow up as needed.
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
