The patient is seen in the clinic today with history of positive urine test with gonorrhea and chlamydia two weeks ago, now with burning sensation in the vaginal area for past day or two.

PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient has vaginal burning, increased post intercourse this morning, history of recent GC and chlamydia, treated two weeks ago with shot and pills.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of asthma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Albuterol.
ALLERGIES: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Boyfriend with the patient also reports penile discharge described as clean and painful.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Within normal limits without apparent abnormality. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits without apparent abnormality. Neck: Within normal limits without apparent abnormality. Respiratory: Within normal limits without apparent abnormality. Cardiovascular: Within normal limits without apparent abnormality. Abdomen: Within normal limits without apparent abnormality. Back: Within normal limits without apparent abnormality. Skin: Within normal limits without apparent abnormality. Extremities: Within normal limits without apparent abnormality. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits without apparent abnormality. Pelvic: Deferred to see OB/GYN next week.

IMPRESSION: Vaginitis with history of recent gonorrhea.
PLAN: The patient was given prescription for Flagyl orally and MetroGel intravaginally. She was advised not to have intercourse until followup with OB/GYN. Boyfriend states he has no symptoms at present since post treatment.
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
