The patient is seen in the clinic after a fall injury off slide with trauma to the penis with bleeding noted by mother.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Examination reveals minimal trauma to the foreskin with abrasions and trace of blood without evidence of phimosis or paraphimosis.
PLAN: The patient given prescription for mupirocin to apply twice daily with moist compresses with follow up as needed, to see urologist if worsens or go to the emergency room.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Minor trauma to tip of penis involving foreskin without major injury.
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
