BRIEFLY: The patient is a 60-year-old female with history of diabetes, congestive heart failure, CVA, and hypertension who noted facial swelling and infection of her right eyelid. She was doing well until approximately 02/25/2022 when she developed a stye on her upper right eyelid. She was then given Tobradex, which she had been taking. However, she developed increased swelling around her right cheek, which she felt was extending into her neck. She was then advised to have a CT scan. The patient then presented to the emergency room at Eden Hospital on 02/28/2022. She underwent CT of the head, which revealed enlarged carotid lymph node, but no indication of abscess or infection. She was noted to have thyroid enlargement. The patient had been dispositioned to home, but subsequently noted worsening swelling and inflammation involving her eye. She stated that the right eye is now closed and she has to hold the lids open to give herself the eye drops. The patient otherwise denies any other complaints at this time. Please see prior dictation history and physical.

IMPRESSION: I am concerned that she is developing a cellulitis/abscess of the involved eye. I am further concerned that there maybe infection involving the orbits especially given her history of diabetes. I have requested that she go to the emergency at Summit for further evaluation and possible admission.
