HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that she was involved in a traumatic brain injury. It was in August 2020. The patient was at Lemoore, California.  The patient was a jet mechanic.  She was working on a jet.  The patient hit the head against the pylon of the wing of the jet.  The patient tells me that she hit the left frontal head and also left temporal area.  The patient tells me that she has severe headache.  The patient tells me that she had amnesia after that. She thinks she had loss of consciousness completely.  However, she does not remember anything happened after that time. The patient tells me she was taken to emergency room.  However, the patient has no recollection that day.  The patient remembers she has severe headache.  The patient was confused and disoriented.

The patient has had significant cognitive problems.  The patient tells me her memory is poor.  Her speech becomes stuttered.  The patient is not able to speak fast anymore.  The patient has word finding difficulties.  The patient also has significant headaches.  The patient has light sensitivity and sound sensitivity.  The patient becomes very nauseated.  The patient has wobbling walk.  The patient stands very unsteady.  The patient has difficulty thinking.  The patient also has ringing in ears.

The patient is still with navy.  However, the patient is no longer able to do jet mechanics anymore.  The patient is trying to get out of the navy now.  The patient tells me that her symptoms are significantly affecting her job.  The patient has significant light sensitivity, sound sensitivity, and headache.  They are affecting her performance.  The patient also has significant stuttering speech.  The patient has significant difficulty to speak with other people.  The patient has difficulty with communication with other people at work.  The patient has word finding difficulties.  The patient is not able to focus.  The patient tells me that she is not able to do her job as a jet mechanic anymore.

MOCA examination is 24/30.  The patient had missed two on attention/serial 7s.  The patient missed a one on language/fluency.  The patient missed three on delay recall.  Her MOCA score is 24/30.
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
