CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of high blood pressure at home.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his systolic blood pressure reading at home ranges from 150-164 and diastolic is unremarkable and the patient does not have any chest pain or shortness of breath and the patient started taking amlodipine 5 mg for past few days and he started feeling better.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
