CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for intractable sciatica pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that the pain is 9 on the scale of 0-10 and shooting pain is 6 or 7 times a day and he finished prednisone 20 mg twice a day. The patient does not have any nausea, vomiting, or stomach pain.
The patient is resting for past three days is trying to go to work tomorrow.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, fever, chills, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or change in the bowel habits or stool color.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
