CC: Transition to hospice.
HPI: An 85-year-old now followed by Traditions Hospice for Alzheimer’s disease/dementia. The patient seen in room; she is lying in bed with her leaning toward the right side. After she had been seen nursing reported that she had a new bruise on the right side of her forehead and looking at it, it is an old bruise that is resolving. On 02/16/22, due to progressive dysphagia, the patient’s diet was modified to nectar thick liquids and she is consuming it.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease with progression, anxiety disorder, hypothyroid, GERD, HLD, OA, and HTN.

ALLERGIES: PCN.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 01/03/22 note.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: Now puréed with nectar thick liquid.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient lying quietly in bed, did not respond to questions.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 115/60, pulse 74, temperature 97.9, respirations 18, and weight 138 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Clear lung fields. Symmetric excursion. No cough.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.
NEURO: Orientation x 1, did not speak, can be resistant to speaking with staff or personal care.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Alzheimer’s disease. She has had general progression, now followed by hospice. This will also help with the improvement in her care and communication.
