CC: Transition to hospice.
HPI: A 93-year-old with vascular dementia in a wheelchair that he is able to propel. He and his wife both seen in room. The patient has to be redirected away from her as he agitates her and would not stop though he knows that is what is going on. Since seen last, the patient was COVID positive on 01/28/22. He was fairly asymptomatic and was COVID negative on 02/07/22. He has also had some issues related to constipation and Senna was added on 02/16/22. Regarding the patient’s COVID, I did preemptively given his age and frailty treat him with azithromycin.

DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia with progression, CVA resulting in expressive aphasia and visual deficits, OA, GERD, HTN, hearing loss with hearing aids, HLD, and insomnia.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 01/04/22 note.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail elderly male, seated in wheelchair, in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/65, pulse 66, temperature 98.4, respirations 16, and weight 133 pounds.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without M, R or G.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: He has generalized decreased muscle mass and motor strength, but fair neck and truncal stability, seated in wheelchair that he propels. No edema.
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NEURO: He is oriented x 1 to 2 pending the day. His speech is clear. He can communicate his wife’s needs and then his own. He does get confused. He is redirectable, will ask for help for both he and his wife.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Transition to hospice has been good for both of them because now they are monitored more closely and he appears to like the extra care. There are no new orders at this time.
