CC: 90-day note.
HPI: An 86-year-old seen in room. She is pleasant, able to give information. She states that she feels fine. She has had no falls, change in her baseline physical function, and no changes cognitively. Her blood pressure is being monitored as when I saw her a couple months back, it was elevated. There was an adjustment in her BP medications and an order for routine checks. There has not been any issue in BP since med changes, which she is tolerating. The patient’s weight has also remained stable. She gets out and about, is active and states that she monitors her diet.
DIAGNOSES: Mild cognitive impairment, HTN, HLD, allergic rhinitis, CVA of left ophthalmic artery resulting in visual loss same eye.
ALLERGIES: PCN.
MEDICATIONS: Coreg 25 mg 8 a.m. and 5 p.m., losartan 100 mg h.s., Zoloft 50 mg q.d., trazodone 50 mg h.s., Zetia 10 mg q.d., and D3 q.d. 1000 units.
DIET: Regular thin liquid.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert and groomed, in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 126/74, pulse 83, temperature 98.3, respirations 16, and weight 142 pounds.

HEENT: Corrective lenses in place. Clear conjunctivae. Moist oral mucosa.

NECK: Supple with clear carotids.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields clear with symmetric excursion and no cough.
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CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm without M, R or G. PMI nondisplaced.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Repositions in her chair. She has good muscle mass and motor strength.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. A 90-day note. No acute medical events or falls in this time. Continue with current medications.
2. HTN. BP is doing well with med adjustment at last visit.
