HPI: A 90-year-old seen in room. He is busy at work whatever he does, but was pleasant and took time for exam. When he was COVID positive, he was asymptomatic and states that he never felt sick and feels good at this point in time. He comes out for meals and activities. He is interactive by my observation with other residents. He is able to communicate his needs. He does have late onset Alzheimer’s disease and so there are noted memory deficits. He is sleeping good as is his appetite.
DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease, ischemic cardiomyopathy, HTN, CAD, HLD, and COPD.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 01/04/2022 note.
DIET: Regular with thin liquids.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert and pleasant.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 132/80, pulse 77, temperature 97.9, respirations 18, and weight 164 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: His lung fields are clear to bases with a normal rate and effort. No cough and symmetric excursion.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He ambulates independently. He has a brisk gait and a slight stoop to his posture. No LEE. Limbs move in a normal ROM.
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NEURO: Orientation x 2. He can reference for date and time. His speech is clear. He comprehends given information but has to be repeated. He can make his needs known and just generally seems to have a positive outlook in general.

SKIN: There are senile changes with some decreased turgor and no noted bruising or skin tears.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Post COVID follow-up. The patient appears to be doing quite well. No complaints and gets about quite good.
2. Previous elevation in creatinine. We will do a followup CMP.
