CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 70-year-old remains quarantined. He was initially COVID positive the first week of February and remains positive at this point though asymptomatic. He has had no problem with staying in his room. Today labs are reviewed from 02/10/22.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease, HTN, major depressive disorder, incontinent of B&B and BPSD.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 01/31/22 note.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 134/88, pulse 74, temperature 97.0, respirations 16, and O2 sat 98%.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Anemia. H&H are 12.3 and 35.9 with normal indices, compares to 07/20/21 of 13.1 and 38.9, no intervention required.

2. CMP review. Sodium is 146, so one point over normal. Calcium and other electrolytes WNL.

3. Volume contraction. BUN and creatinine are 47.5 and 1.84. The patient is on Lasix 40 mg MWF. We will do a followup lab in two weeks.

4. COVID positive. Fortunately, he is asymptomatic and if remains positive at the next, then we will discuss whether adequate testing is actually occurring.
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
