CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 78-year-old who was observed as he was positioned the last time sitting in his wheelchair in the day room watching Westerns or napping. When I went into see him, the patient made eye contact with me, he gave one to two  word answers to a couple of basic questions and then after that began to have some stuttering and mumbling of his speech, which seemed to be agitating so I reassured him he did need to talk to me any further. I was then able to examine him. Staff reported he is compliant with care, no behavioral issues, feeds himself, has a good appetite and does attempt to propel himself in his manual wheelchair and can do so for short distances, but it is easier to transport when it is mealtime.

DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia without BPSD, CAD with cardiac stents, HTN, depression, OA and COPD.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 01/31/22 note.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

HOSPICE: Life Spring hospice.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert, in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 168/84, pulse 78, temperature 97.9, respirations 20, O2 sat 97%, and weight 180.4 pounds.
CARDIAC: He has a regular rate and rhythm without M/R/G. PMI nondisplaced.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: A slight stoop bending forward at the waist, elbows on his armrest. He looks about propels his chair a little bit in the day room using his feet. No lower extremity edema. Intact radial pulses and can move arms in a normal range of motion.

NEURO: Orientation x2. Made eye contact, just says a few words at a time and mumbles or begins to stutter with longer verbalization.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. HTN. Will increase lisinopril 5 mg b.i.d. and had BP check daily. We will review at next visit.

2. Lab review. CBC and CMP and WNL the exception of serum glucose of 142 with blood obtained after breakfast and elevated BUN to creatinine ratio and encourage a fluid intake.
