Autumn Leaves

CC: Followup on med changes last visit.

HPI: A 74-year-old with unspecified dementia having increased aggression and delusions which were new. He was also not sleeping well. He has a baseline of his disordered sleep but this was increased with his delusions per staff. Today he is seated in the dayroom with residents around him in an activity. Haldol 1 mg b.i.d. was added on 01/31/22. It appears to have been of benefit without compromising his alertness or his baseline cognition. He gets around the facility, feeds himself. He is fairly independent.

DIAGNOSES: Dementia with decrease in BPSD, delusions, insomnia and OA.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 01/31/22 note.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is well developed and well nourished male, in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/85, pulse 88, temperature 96.1, respirations 18, and O2 sat 99%. Weight 187.4 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates independently. He has a cane that he uses and no lower extremity edema.

NEUROLOGIC: He makes eye contact. He can ask questions and voices what he needs. At times can perseverate on issues and is difficult to redirect. Orientation x 2.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Dementia with delusions. This has stopped since the addition of Haldol 1 mg b.i.d. No further changes.
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
