CC: COVID followup.
HPI: A 90-year-old who is seen today, for the first time back out on the unit since quarantine for COVID. She appears to be doing quite well. She had staff around her who were smiling and appear to enjoy the attention. She is cooperative with care, feeding herself and does require a setup with occasional cueing.

DIAGNOSES: COVID recovery, was positive from 02/06/2022 until just recently, unspecified dementia without BPSD, hypothyroid, HTN, insomnia and depression.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 02/07/2022 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Pureed with thin liquid.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Thin and somewhat frail appearing female in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 129/64, pulse 88, temperature 97.7, respirations 20, and O2 sat 98%. Weight 103 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: Does not cooperate with deep inspiration. Lung fields appear relatively clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without MRG.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present without distention or tenderness.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 1. She makes eye contact with other staff members and residents, smiles and states a few words to what is going on around her; I am not sure what she is talking about, but did allow me to examine her.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Sitting in her wheelchair and propelling herself with her feet.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Post COVID followup. She is back with other residents, her p.o. intake is fairly good and we will do annual labs as they are due.
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
