HPI: An 89-year-old with insomnia who was started on temazepam which has been effective for him, not covered by insurance and form is reviewed. The patient was seen in the small day room napping in a side chair. When I approached him, he was pleasant. He stood so I could examine him though I did not ask him to. He has slightly mumbled speech that is random.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was pleasant and cooperative when seen.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He ambulates independently. He appears to be a little bit more stable though there is still some imbalance to his gait and he has ankle edema, but did have decrease in previous and moves his limbs in a normal range of motion.

NEURO: Orientation x 1, verbal and can be pleasant in his interactions.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Insomnia. Continue with temazepam 7.5 mg and office staff will address insurance issue.
