CC: Medication change requested by wife.

HPI: A 91-year-old who currently receives Norco at 3 p.m. for pain of the right hip and pelvic area. She states that taking it later, he is drowsy at dinnertime. I also spoke with nursing staff who states his wife asked if he can be gotten up for dinner on occasion and certainly that is encouraged if he will do so. The patient has kind of set the tone for the time that he has in bed and I had to write orders to get him out of bed for periods of time throughout the day. Overall, he is stable. No significant changes.

DIAGNOSES: Moderate dementia, CKD III, dysphagia, hypothyroid and history of right pelvic fracture noted in the Facility Imaging dated 10/29/21. 

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 03/01/22 MAR.

ALLERGIES: STATINS.

DIET: Mechanical soft with chopped meat, gravy on the side.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is resting comfortably, tends to lie on his left side or flat on his back. No LEE.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 131/71, pulse 70, temperature 97.4, respirations 17, and O2 sat 93%.

NEURO: He makes eye contact. When I came to the room, he does not really speak, but was attentive while speaking to him.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Pain management. Change Norco to 2 p.m. and I have also encouraged that if the patient wants to get up for meal, that staff should do so.
