CC: Followup on lower extremity edema.

HPI: A 97-year-old who had lower extremity edema when seen on 02/09/22, was started on Lasix 40 mg q.d. along with Lasix 10 mEq Monday through Friday. The patient is resting comfortably in her room. I was able to examine her without disturbing her resting. She gets around in the facility in a manual wheelchair. She can propel herself short distances, longer she is transported. She remains able to feed herself, but requires setup. 
DIAGNOSES: Advanced unspecified dementia, dysphagia, CKD-IV, HTN, chronic pain management, hypothyroid, GERD, and depression.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 02/09/22 note.

ALLERGIES: Unchanged from 02/09/22 note.

DIET: Regular mechanical soft with thin liquid and Boost q.d. 

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is resting comfortably, no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 113/99, pulse 94, temperature 97.3, respirations 18, and O2 sat 94%.

RESPIRATORY: She does not cooperate with deep inspiration, but lung fields are clear anterolaterally. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without M, R, or G.

EXTREMITIES: She has trace distal pretibial edema with skin laxity indicating a decrease in the edema. 
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: LEE, improved with diuretic use. We will change to Lasix 40 mg MWF and just follow up in the next six to eight weeks.
