HPI: A 98-year-old who I saw this evening. She states that she has difficulty swallowing the Mucinex tablets which is understandable. I told her that I had found a liquid Mucinex that we would change to that would be p.r.n. which her tablet form was and she is fine with that. The patient is doing quite well in AL. She keeps herself busy with doing different things in her room, comes out for activities and all meals and has a group of people that she sits with. 
DIAGNOSES: HTN, HOH, wheelchair bound, intermittent congestion, depression/sleep disorder.

MEDICATIONS: Remeron 7.5 mg h.s. and Norvasc 5 mg q.d.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular with food cut into bite-size pieces.

CODE STATUS: DNR 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail elderly female, in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 122/62, pulse 64, temperature 98.7, respirations 18, and O2 sat 98%.

LUNGS: She has good respiratory effort. Lung fields are clear. No cough. Slightly decreased bibasilar breath sounds due to depth of inspiration.

CARDIAC: Holosystolic ejection murmur throughout precordium, did not appreciate rub or gallop, a regular rate.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: Propels herself around in her wheelchair, no edema. She moves limbs in a normal range of motion. She tries to self transfer and sometimes is successful but is encouraged to ask for help.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Her speech is clear. She can communicate her needs. HOH can be a limiting factor, but she is oriented x 3. She keeps up on current events. 
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Occasional sinus and upper airway congestion. Mucinex Liquid to be p.r.n. at 20 mL q.6h.
