HPI: A 59-year-old who has right side hemiplegia status post left hemorrhagic CVA, is requesting PT for his dominant right hand. He still tries to use it although he has decreased overall grip strength. He has not had significant contractures and wants to keep it that way. He is in a wheelchair that he is able to propel himself using his non-hemiplegic side. I told the patient that we would be ordering therapy so he could expect an evaluation probably by Monday at the latest. Overall, he has been doing good getting around the facility, interactive with others, comes out for meals and has staff that he interacts with and some of them who seem to understand his means of communication. 
DIAGNOSES: CVA with late effects of right side hemiplegia, dysphagia, expressive aphasia, asthma/COPD, HLD, depression, HTN, seizure disorder, and peripheral neuropathy.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 650 mg b.i.d., asa 325 mg q.d., Lipitor 40 mg h.s., budesonide nebulizer b.i.d., MVI q.d., citalopram 10 mg q.d., docusate 200 mg b.i.d., Lasix 20 mg q.d., gabapentin 100 mg b.i.d., Keppra 750 mg b.i.d., lisinopril 10 mg q.d., probiotic q.d., D3 5000 IUs q.d., and zinc 220 mg q.d. 
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, comprehended given information and indicated his thanks.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/70, pulse 72, temperature 97.4, respirations 16, and O2 sat 94%.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: He propels his wheelchair with his nondominant left side. He keeps his right foot on a foot rest. No edema. He is well developed and well nourished.

NEURO: Orientation x 2 to 3, makes eye contact. He gives responses with hand gestures or certain grunts that staff have now come to understand the meaning and he will smile when appropriate.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 
1. Right side hemiplegia. Focus on function to evaluate and work with the patient on strengthening and conditioning and what they can do to help maintain his right hand from being contracted.

2. Seizure disorder, on Keppra. Last level was nine months ago. We will recheck.

3. HLD, on statin. Lipid profile ordered.
