HPI: An 87-year-old has Tylenol p.r.n. for pain which has been effective, requests routine a.m. order and continuation of the p.r.n. She also has a history of DM II and is due for her quarterly A1c. She also requests Vistaril for anxiety. The patient appears to be doing much better in AL. As time has gone on, she has had therapy which has helped her to feel stronger and more independent in doing things in her room overall and improvement in her outlook. 
DIAGNOSES: Left-sided hemiparesis secondary to CVA, DM II, dysphagia, chronic pain, bilateral lower extremity edema, allergic rhinitis, HTN, HLD, GERD, neuropathic pain, insomnia and managed chronic diarrhea.

MEDICATIONS: Per 03/01/22 MAR.

ALLERGIES: PCN, SULFA, AMITRIPTYLINE, and HYDROCODONE.

DIET: NCS, nectar thick liquid and mechanical soft.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient comfortable in room, no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 134/65, pulse 68, temperature 97.0, respirations 18, O2 sat 98% and weight 138 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Did not observe weightbearing or gait. She moves her arms in a normal range of motion, repositions without assist. No edema.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 
1. Change in Tylenol request. Tylenol 500 mg q.a.m. routine and q.4h. p.r.n. NTE 3 g q.d. 
2. DM II.  Quarterly A1c ordered.

3. Anxiety. Vistaril 25 mg t.i.d. p.r.n.
