CC: The patient requests medication changes.
HPI: An 87-year-old with MCI who has a tendency to go back and forth on medications that she once stopped or started. She is generally averse to taking medications. Today, when seen, she requests Tylenol p.r.n. and routine. I failed to ask her when routine, but staff that she interacts with stated that she had requested that b.i.d. most likely. I also asked the patient about PT and she states that today was her initial interaction and that she likes the therapist. 
DIAGNOSES: Dementia, loss of ambulation – uses wheelchair, but remains weightbearing for transfers, depression and OAB.
MEDICATIONS: Tums 500 mg b.i.d., asa 81 mg q.d., and Lasix 40 mg MWF. 

ALLERGIES: ADHESIVE TAPE.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient alert, eating dinner in room, watching the news.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 138/80, pulse 87, temperature 98.1, respirations 16, O2 sat 98% and weight 185 pounds.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is weightbearing. She has a manual wheelchair that she can propel. She tends to stay in her room. However, no significant lower extremity edema; she generally carries some trace in her ankles and does not want to take any more diuretic than currently on. She has fair muscle mass and motor strength the same.
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NEURO: Orientation x 2 to 3. Speech clear. She can sometimes be hard of hearing, but is able to give information when she understands what is being asked. She does express her needs.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 
1. Medication adjustments. Tylenol 650 mg b.i.d. routine and q.8h. p.r.n. and discontinue naproxen.

2. Gait instability, using wheelchair. PT has just started and she is pleased.
