CC: X-ray review.
HPI: A 79-year-old had a fall in her room on 02/22/22. She states that she was in her living room and bent over to pick something up and just fell over, landing on her left side, hitting her hip. She stated that it was sore. She gave it a little bit of time and then told staff about what had happened. X-ray was ordered the same day and reviewed with her today. She answered the door ambulating independently and did appear comfortable. No limp in her gait. She is also interactive. She will always start talking about her husband. 
DIAGNOSES: Dementia, GERD, HLD, and HTN.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 650 mg a.m. and h.s., asa 81 mg q.d., Lipitor 80 mg h.s., Depakote 125 mg b.i.d., Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d., Zetia 10 mg q.d., hydralazine 50 mg t.i.d., losartan 100 mg q.d., metoprolol 12.5 mg q.d., omeprazole 40 mg q.d., KCl 10 mEq q.d., Systane OU q.a.m., and D3 1000 IUs q.d.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient dressed appropriately for bed, pleasant, and verbal.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/72, pulse 90, temperature 98.1, respirations 18, and O2 sat 94%.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She was ambulating independently without difficulty and went from sit to stand and vice versa without support. No edema.
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NEURO: Orientation x 2. She makes eye contact. Speech is clear. She repeats herself and it is the same story each time I visit with her. She can be redirected, but then goes back to what she had been talking about. She is able to give information and understands given information.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Fall with left hip and lower extremity discomfort. X-ray shows no fracture or dislocation of the hip with no soft tissue swelling and joint spaces are preserved. The left pelvis that was included in the image also WNL without fracture or dislocation. The patient has Tylenol for discomfort, but she denies having any at this time.
