History: Mr. Dods had come for getting pulmonary function testing done and my staff noticed that his heart rate was very high about 150-160 and an EKG was done and it showed supraventricular tachycardia, possible atrial flutter with 2:1 block. I had a telehealth visit with Mr. Dods and told him of this and that he needs to go to the emergency room because the heart rate has to come down. To note, the patient was completely asymptomatic with no chest pain and no shortness of breath.

The patient’s vitals were stable, but this tachycardia persisted for a while. The patient states he had taken albuterol inhaler about two and half hours ago. The patient has COPD and he is a heavy smoker and he can develop atrial arrhythmias or even AFib and can end up getting stroke. So, I called St. Joseph Emergency Room and let them know that Mr. Dods will be coming with SVT and that his heart rate needs to be brought under control. So, I did talk to the ER physician who is aware and will be waiting for the patient. The patient was explained. He asked me if he could go to Caldwell ER and I told him that I would prefer he goes to Bryan St. Joseph ER because it is right behind my office. The patient understands that. We will follow up with him after his ER visit.
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
