History: Mr. Barry Johnson was seen after several months. He told me he used to go travel far eight hours driving to see his father, his father finally succumbed and he passed away and he went with his wife and children to the funeral and, after they came back, his all children and his wife all got bad COVID and had to be home and he had to cook food for all of them. Interestingly, he did not develop any COVID-19 infection.

The Patient’s Problems:

1. The patient has chronic systolic congestive heart failure I50.22.

2. Nonischemic cardiomyopathy I42.8.

3. Presence of automatic (implantable) cardiac defibrillator Z95.810.

The patient states he now only sees Ellen Sugarek, PA-C when Dr. Gutierrez does not see him at all and instead of lisinopril, she started him on Entresto initially half a tablet twice a day to increase it to one tablet twice a day. The labs that they ordered in December 2021, I had to retrieve them and were reviewed as no mention of the labs done in December 2021 were noted in Ellen Sugarek’s note. The patient did not have a PSA or a lipid panel or a digoxin level done, so I have ordered a digoxin level, a PSA, a magnesium level, a lipid level and a CMP and I also wrote down in the lab for Dr. Gutierrez to get all the labs. The patient’s Lanoxin and meloxicam were refilled. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
