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1. GH, 19-year-old male comes in with low back pain especially when he bends over. No history of trauma. Workup included x-ray which was negative. Treated with Flexeril and Naprosyn. The patient is doing better, was very appreciative of the care he received.

2. TW, 56-year-old woman with a second-degree burn of the right and left hand, was treated with Silvadene and Tylenol No. 3. She stated the nurse and the physician were awesome. DT and Keflex were given too.
3. EM, 38-year-old male with dental caries. Treated with Decadron and Amoxil in the emergency room, then Naprosyn and Amoxil at home. The patient did not answer the phone.

4. CD, 70-year-old male with neck and back pain. This was the second visit for this gentleman. So, this time, he had CT scan done. CT scan showed degenerative disc disease, treated with Naprosyn and a cervical collar. The patient states that the doctor is very professional, explained things to him and the nurses were amazing and he was very happy to get the CT scan to know what is going on.
5. SP, 58-year-old with left-sided numbness and tingling. Dr. Yee felt like the patient may be having TIA with hypertension, thyroid issues, and psychiatric issues. He recommended the patient to be admitted, but the patient and daughter decided to sign out AMA and go to Kingwood. Did not answer the phone when called. Left a message.
6. JB, 55-year-old with hypertension. The patient has been out of medication, not taking his medication at home. He was treated with Catapres. Lab was okay. EKG was okay. Told to never stop his blood pressure medication. Again, started on lisinopril 10 mg. Follow up on outpatient basis with his PCP.
7. SP, 47-year-old woman with cough, possible UTI, fever, ear pain, and body aches. Treated for bronchitis. Chest x-ray and labs were negative. Doing well with Z-PAK and Tessalon Perles. Very appreciative of the physician that she saw.
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8. GP, 50-year-old male with a burn to the left hand. The patient states that he was treated in the most professional manner by the physician. Treated with Naprosyn, Silvadene and Keflex. Tetanus given. He was very happy with the care he received.

9. MS, 40-year-old male with chest pain. The patient had cardiac workup including cardiac enzymes, CT, blood work, and EKG, was diagnosed with chest wall pain after all the tests came back negative, was treated with Naprosyn. Dr. Klem was not called most likely because the cardiac workup was negative including a CT of the chest.
10. RA, 11-year-old young man with dizziness, vomiting, and history of migraine headaches. Dr. Yee did a CT and lab work, they were all negative. The patient was treated with Motrin and Zofran in the emergency room with good response. The number that was left was a bad number.
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
