HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 10-year-old little boy mother brings him in due to him running fever and sore throat pain. He has had this new onset of symptoms here this morning. There is no nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. His activity level is somewhat diminished due to the fever and the sore throat pain. No other symptoms of pain or any other symptoms furthermore as described by the patient or the mother.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: He takes Benadryl and medications for ADHD.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: ADHD and autism.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He did have a broken arm repaired surgically several years back.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father and sibling.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Once again was done and completely negative with the exception of what is mentioned above in the chief complaint.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well-nourished, well-developed and well-groomed, in no distress.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Mild tympanic membrane erythema. Tympanic membranes are also distorted. No abundant cerumen visualized. Oropharyngeal area much erythema visualized. Strawberry tongue as well. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Positive S1. Positive S2. No murmur. Regular rate and rhythm.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. Normal respiratory pattern observed.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of this exam is unremarkable.

LABS: Today, include a flu test and a strep test, all were negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Otitis media and acute pharyngitis. The patient will be given amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL 7.5 mL p.o. b.i.d., 150 mL. Mother is going to make sure she monitors symptoms and make sure he gets plenty of rest and plenty of fluids and either call or return back to clinic if needed.
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
