HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is an 8-year-old little boy mother brings him in due to sore throat, fever, and headache. He complains that it hurts when he swallows. Symptoms have been ongoing for the last 24-36 hours. The patient is not taking any medications for relief other than ibuprofen.

He denies any chest pain or shortness of breath. No activity intolerance. He maintains his normal bowel and bladder function as usual. I have done a complete review of systems with the mother. No verbalization of any other issues other than what is mentioned in the chief complaint above.

ALLERGIES: None.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Seizure disorder.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He lives with mother and father.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well-nourished, well-developed, well-groomed, in no distress whatsoever.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 92/62. Pulse 122. Respirations 16. Temperature 100.3 Oxygenation 99%. Current weight 59 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Mild tympanic membrane erythema and distorted bilaterally. Oropharyngeal area erythema noted. Strawberry tongue noted. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Mildly tachycardic. Positive S1. Positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Remainder of this exam is unremarkable.

LABS: Labs today include flu and strep. Strep test came out positive.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Acute streptococcal sore throat. The patient will be given amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL 7.5 mL b.i.d. x 10 days, 150 mL.

2. Mother will assist in monitoring his symptoms. She will give plenty of fluids and over-the-counter antipyretic medication and watch for improvement. If she has any questions or the patient is not improving, she will call me immediately.
