PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: A complete review of systems has been done with the mother, all resulting in completely negative except for what is mentioned above in the chief complaint.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is all smiles. He seems very happy. He is playing in the room, awake, alert and oriented and works well with me and answers all my questions. No sign of distress whatsoever. Well nourished and well developed.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable. Ears: Tympanic membranes look within normal limits.

Oropharyngeal area: Some very mild erythema, nothing ominous. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly. No masses. No lymphadenopathy.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1. Positive S2.

LUNGS: Normal to auscultation. Normal respiratory pattern observed. Lungs are clear.

ABDOMEN: No pain and nontender. Bowel sounds are present.

LABS: Today, include a flu test and a strep test. They were both negative.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Cough. Histex PD 0.5 mL three times daily, 30 mL. Mother will assist in monitoring his symptoms and return to clinic or call if not improving or if any worsening effect should happen.
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
