ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Sick sinus syndrome.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient’s pacemaker interrogation showed it is time for elective replacement. Discussed with the patient regarding pacemaker replacement. The procedure, risk, and benefit discussed with the patient the possible risk include, but not limited to bleeding, hematoma, and infection.
