REASON FOR CONSULTATION: Syncope and sick sinus syndrome.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 76-year-old male with a history of syncope. The patient underwent loop recorder implantation. Device interrogation showed patient has seven second pause associated with syncope. The patient is referred to me for permanent pacemaker implantation.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Lorazepam, gabapentin, hydrochlorothiazide, Zofran, metformin, and pantaprozole.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/80 mmHg, pulse 75, and respirations 16.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Syncope.
RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient’s syncope secondary to sinus process. Discussed with the patient regarding permanent pacemaker implantation. The procedure, risk, and benefit discussed with the patient the possible risk include, but not limited to bleeding, hematoma, infection and perforation of the heart and collapse of the lung.
