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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 72-year-old white male that was diagnosed with lung neoplasm that has been treated with radiation therapy and, at the present time, chemotherapy by the doctors in Sarasota. The patient was recently admitted to the hospital because of his generalized weakness. He had a pleural effusion that was tapped by Dr. Bennie; he obtained 1900 cc of pleural effusion. The patient has a CTA. There was no evidence of pulmonary embolism or dissection of the aorta. The patient has an end-stage renal disease. We are following him very closely. The patient is extremely weak. He states that he does not have any stamina to do even the activities of daily living. He is not coughing. There is no shortness of breath. He has been able to eat.

2. Arterial hypertension, has been very difficult to control. The final prescription is a clonidine 0.2 mg p.o. three times a day, metoprolol 100 mg p.o. b.i.d., hydralazine 100 mg p.o. t.i.d. and nifedipine ER 90 mg on daily basis. A copy of the prescription was given to the son that is the one that is going to put the pill box together. Today, after dialysis, he got out at 74.5 kilos with a blood pressure of 146/69. We think that this is going to be the new dry weight. The patient was explained about the need to avoid salt at any cost and maintain the fluid restriction of 1000 cc in 24 hours.

3. Coronary artery disease that is asymptomatic.

4. Secondary hyperparathyroidism that is under control.

5. Diabetes mellitus that is under control.

6. Vitamin D deficiency. We plan to evaluate the case at the Kidney Center and we are going to give an appointment in the office for six weeks.
