Ms. Walsh is a 71-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding evaluation for thyroid function. She was diagnosed with hypothyroidism at the age of 16. She also has a history of a small thyroid gland, hyperlipidemia, depression, anxiety, and chronic cough, paralyzed peroneal nerve, chronic fatigue, and neuropathy. The patient is currently on levothyroxine 75 mcg daily. She started this dose in 01/20/22. She reports symptoms of brain fog, fatigue, hair loss, and dry skin. She has a history of breast cancer on the left side after ruptured silicon and breast implant. She reports history of weight gain and states that she walks about 10,000 steps a day. She also uses a CPAP machine. She has a history of obstructive sleep apnea.

Plan:

1. For her hypothyroidism at this point my recommendation is to place the patient on brand name Unithroid 88 mcg once daily and recheck thyroid function panel in six to eight weeks.

2. For her vitamin B12 deficiency, the recommendation is to take the vitamin B12, which she is currently taking.

3. For her GERD, she is on pantoprazole 40 mg daily.

4. For her hyperlipidemia, she is on simvastatin 20 mg daily.

5. For her depression and anxiety she is on duloxetine 60 mg once daily.
