PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, in no acute distress.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

2. Obesity.

The patient’s medications were refilled as follows:
1. Phentermine 37.5 mg one p.o. daily for 30 days #30.

2. Hydrochlorothiazide 25 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days #90.
A referral to GI for colonoscopy was given to the patient. He was advised to call and make followup appointment. He states he understands and will.
