She states that the child is eating and drinking well, had fever for which she gave Motrin/Tylenol; when the fever goes down, he is active, but when it comes back up he is not as active.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies secondhand smoke exposure.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Mother reports child told her that he has pain with swallowing.
Denies headache. Denies neck pain. Denies stiff neck.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Child is alert, oriented, very playful and interactive. He has moist mucous membranes.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 99/52.

Pulse 89.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.0.
HEENT: Normal. Throat: Erythematous and edematous tonsils and pharynx. Uvula is midline and mobile. No exudates.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs. No palpable anterior nodes.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No respiratory distress. No use of accessory muscles. No paradoxical motion.
ABDOMEN: No guarding. No visible peristalsis. No distention.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules.
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EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Sensory and motor functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Strep pharyngitis.
2. Odynophagia.
3. Fever.
Strep test was done in the clinic today. Strep test was positive.

Flu test was done. Flu test was negative.
RSV test was negative.
The patient was discharged with the following.

1. Amoxicillin 250 mg/5 mL, he will take one teaspoon p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days, 150 mL.
2. Motrin 100 mg/5 mL, he will take 200 mg/10 mL p.o. t.i.d. p.r.n. for pain and fever, 200 mL.
Mother was advised to increase fluids, to avoid sugary beverages, to come back to clinic if worse or go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
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
