HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of coronary artery disease status post stent placement and hypertension. The patient is here for a followup. The patient is doing well. Denied any chest pain and mild shortness of breath.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: The patient’s medications include Coreg, lisinopril, atorvastatin, and aspirin.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
