SUBJECTIVE: The patient had suddenly gone back to Dallas few weeks ago and her wounds on both legs have gotten worse. The patient has been referred to wound care team at MCH and they have not called the patient and patient will call them. The patient was given antibiotic intravenously at Dallas. She had bleeding duodenal ulcer and esophagitis about one month ago and she was admitted in ICU and required multiple blood transfusions. She had been advised to discontinue ibuprofen and she is now on pantoprazole and Carafate. The patient has pain and she wants to see Dr. Sai Gundlapalli for advanced pain management. She is taking tramadol occasionally and we advised her to take tramadol 50 mg three times a day along with Tylenol 500 mg two tablets three times a day. The patient will be referred to Dr. James Le for lymphedema and chronic venous insufficiency. The patient will be referred to Dr. Sai Gundlapalli. The patient advised to continue pantoprazole 40 mg twice a day all the time. The patient will come for CBC, CMP, vitamin B12 level, and vitamin D level in the morning. The patient is advised to follow portion control and lose weight.
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
