PATIENT NAME: Yates, Stacey

DATE OF SERVICE: 03/07/2022
SUBJECTIVE: The patient is not taking her medicines regularly and therefore her blood pressure is high. She was supposed to take two medicines for blood pressure, but she was only taking one. She has rash under left armpit.

PLAN: The patient advised to have a screening mammogram done at MCH or ORMC and we gave her a prescription and we also faxed the order. Lotrisone cream apply locally twice a day is ordered for rash in the left axilla area. Lamisil 250 mg daily was also ordered for two to four weeks for the rash in the left axilla. Amlodipine 5 mg daily and olmesartan 40 mg daily were ordered for high blood pressure. The patient says she needs to take ibuprofen 800 mg daily and we advised her to avoid it because it can raise the blood pressure. She was also restarted on vitamin D, cetirizine tablet, and rosuvastatin. She will be seen again in about three months, but we gave her a prescription for six months because she lives out of town and may not be able to come in three months.
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
