CC: Lab review.
HPI: An 83-year-old seated comfortably in his room with his wife. All about them, they have trinkets and artwork from their years as missionaries on the walls, tables as well as the floor. I reviewed labs with the patient all of which fortunately were within normal and he was pleased, stating they both felt good. He has had an increase in his Seroquel 250 mg in the morning and 150 mg h.s. after being seen on 01/25/22. These reflect what he had been given by his neurologist prior to moving from Texas to OKC. His blood pressure is reported to be improved and controlled. He also had Norco made routine 10 mg q.8h. for his chronic back pain. He states today that his back feels much better. He is able to tolerate the activities that he has wanted to do or that he does without as much discomfort. 
DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease, macular degeneration, depression, BPH, chronic back pain, neuropathic pain and OA.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from his 01/25/22 note.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated comfortably with his wife, in no distress.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He is quite tall. He gets up and moves about in his room without a walker. Outside of it, he will use one. He has trace distal pretibial edema.

NEURO: He makes eye contact. He is pleasant. His affect is congruent with what he is saying. His orientation is x 2 to 3. He does have some short-term memory deficits noted.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact. No bruising or breakdown noted.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Lab review. CMP, CBC and TSH are WNL. His TSH was a screening lab.
