HPI: An 88-year-old seen in the room. He and wife were watching television. He was cooperative when I told him I was going to review the lab with them. After I had presented them, asked if they had any questions, their labs were actually fairly good and he had a sense of humor stating that it was a good liquor that was the cause of their labs being good.

DIAGNOSES: HTN, GERD, AKI, HLD, cardiac arrhythmia with pacemaker.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE, TETANUS and IRON.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Alert pleasant male, seated in recliner, in no distress.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 
1. Anemia. H&H are 11 and 34.2 with normal indices. No intervention required at this time.

2. Elevated serum glucose. CMP is WNL with the exception of glucose of 172. However, the lab draw was done at 12:05, so after lunch time. We will simply monitor this. He has no history of DM II and his BUN is elevated at 27.8. Encouraged him to increase his water intake. He is not on diuretic. 
3. Thyroid screening. TSH is 1.14. No intervention required.
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
