CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 79-year-old with cognitive impairment and a history of OSA, recently evaluated with sleep study in Texas and a prescription for CPAP given to be obtained on her move to OKC. This issue was discussed last visit and my office E-mailed her the addresses and phone numbers of three DME companies to which she could send the script for her CPAP. She has not done that stating she did not receive that information. It is most likely that with the patient’s dementia, she either did not know what she was looking at or know how to open it up. I told her that I would speak with my office next week to make sure they resend it to her and she may need some assistance with someone here in the facility that can help guide that. She has also been obtaining her urinary catheters without difficulty. This was worked out at my previous visit. She self-caths t.i.d.

DIAGNOSES: Atrial fibrillation, HTN, depression, RLS, history of aphthous oral ulcers, bladder prolapse, rectal prolapse, HLD, iron deficiency anemia, neuropathic pain, hypothyroid, and OAB.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from her 01/25/22 note.

ALLERGIES: BACTRIM and ADHESIVE TAPE.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is well groomed, seated comfortably in living room with husband.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Her speech is clear. She brought up the issue of feeling tired during the day and sometimes just falling asleep during the day and was puzzled as to why this occurs.
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I asked her if she had gotten her CPAP yet and she stated she had and had no idea that there was a correlation between the two. She is oriented x 2 to 3. Short-term memory deficits with some word finding difficulty. Speech is clear.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Lab review. CMP, CBC, and TSH screening lab WNL.
