CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 79-year-old seen in room. He was resting comfortably in bed and wanted me to come into his bedroom and talk to him. He is very pleasant. Door was open and staff in the doorway. He has a history of DM II. His control is subpar and the patient has made it clear that he is not concerned about it. He is going to eat what he wants to. He has also had significant stroke in the past. He has expressive aphasia and his communication at times is more fluid, but it is generally frustrating for him to not be able to talk the way he wants. He states he feels good. He gets around in a manual wheelchair that he propels. He goes out for activities and for all meals. He has other residents that he sits with and is quite social. Staff reports that he is compliant and always pleasant. 
DIAGNOSES: DM II, CKD IV, CAD, CVA with residual dysarthria, seizure disorder, HLD, depression, BPH and GERD.

MEDICATIONS: Probiotic b.i.d., asa 81 mg q.d., Coreg 6.25 mg b.i.d., Plavix 75 mg q.d., Lasix 60 mg q.d., gabapentin 200 mg q.a.m. and 100 mg at 2 p.m., Imdur 30 mg q.d., Keppra 1500 mg b.i.d., levothyroxine 50 mcg q.d., Protonix q.d., Actos 15 mg q.d., Ranexa 500 mg b.i.d., Crestor 10 mg q.d., Zoloft 50 mg q.d., Flomax q.d., Symbicort MDI b.i.d., Vimpat 50 mg b.i.d., trazodone 50 mg h.s., B1 100 mg q.d., Humalog insulin per SS, and Catapres 0.1 mg b.i.d. 

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: NCS.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well-developed and well-nourished male, no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 121/50, pulse 72, respirations 18, and temperature 97.1.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: He repositions without difficulty. Self transfers. He propels his manual wheelchair. There are times he does call staff to assist him for transfer if he does not feel up to it. He has trace to +1 distal pretibial edema.
NEURO: He makes eye contact. He appears to understand information and will try to respond limited by his expressive aphasia, but is pleasant.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 
1. DM II. A1c is 8.2, up from 7.7, 12/2021 check. The patient is aware. No changes in his medications.

2. Anemia. H&H are 10.8 and 32.3 with normal indices. This is stable and unchanged.
