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1. UM, 3-year-old with cough, congestion, and trouble breathing. Diagnosed with flu B and pharyngitis. Treated with Rocephin, p.o. antibiotics and Tamiflu without any complications. The patient’s family did not return phone calls as of yet.

2. RS, 33-year-old male with possible COVID exposure, positive nausea, vomiting and chills. All tests were negative. He was treated for viremia. The patient did not respond to phone call.

3. GO, 34-year-old with pain in the right leg, diagnosed with superficial phlebitis. Spoke to Dr. Baig and subsequently transferred to TEH for admission.

4. HC, 11-year-old with possible foreign body in the right eye. Treated with antibiotics after eye was copiously irrigated. The patient did well. Overall, there were no issues or problems with the charting and the family did not return phone call.

5. KR, 25-year-old with possible broken ankle from a fall. X-rays were negative. Treated and supported appropriately and discharged.

6. DE, 67-year-old male with a dog bite. Area was cleansed and treated with IM antibiotics and p.o. Augmentin at home. Appropriate care. No one answered regarding care they received in the emergency room.
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
