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1. TD, 30-year-old man comes in with shortness of breath. Vitals are stable. White count 10,000. Rest of CBC, CMP, urinalysis, chest x-ray, and chest CT is negative. The patient did have positive UDS for methamphetamines. He was diagnosed with chest wall pain. He was sent home. The patient did not give a phone number in the emergency room. Workup was appropriate and above and beyond.
2. MP, 37-year-old young man with cough, congestion, headache and sore throat. Declined swabbing. The exam was consistent with allergic rhinitis. He was treated with Zyrtec. Doing much better already. He was very happy with the help he received.
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
