1. CP, 6-year-old child seen with high fever. The provider indicates that the patient is tachycardic, had a temperature of 101.5. Diagnosed with flu A. No medications given. Mother is very upset that no medications were given and the child has been sick this whole time, still running fever. She is going to a different emergency room today. This is the patient I e-mailed you about on Monday.

2. OS, 59-year-old with abdominal discomfort. CBC, CMP, and CT. IV fluids given. Diagnosed with gastroenteritis. Treated with Cipro and Flagyl. Great workup. Good choice of treatment. The patient did not answer. Left a message.

3. FJ, 66-year-old with a swollen left hand. Diagnosed with left upper extremity cellulitis. Treated with Zosyn. Refused observation. Sent home with Augmentin. Hand is getting better. Workup was complete. The patient was happy with the care.

4. JM, 92-year-old with respiratory problems. Had been diagnosed with flu the day before. This was confirmed. Had CBC and chest x-ray. Also, has renal insufficiency and chair bound, is not developing a sacral pressure ulcer. Lives in an assisted living. Son and I had a long discussion about father’s care and the VA and he is going to follow up with VA, but as far as our facility, he was very happy with the care he received and with the staff and the provider.

5. TC, 30-year-old with feeling congested. Chest x-ray negative. Swab negative. Diagnosed with sinusitis. Treated with Augmentin. Happy with the care and the provider.

6. WR, 56-year-old with a carbuncle right buttock. I&D was done. Sent home with the Septra DS. CBC and blood sugars were checked in the emergency room and they were acceptable. The patient did not answer the phone today when called to ask about the visit.
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
