REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:  Cardiovascular:  No complaints of chest pain.  Denies any heaviness or pressure sensation.  Denies any palpitations.  She does have a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia as well as aortic stenosis. Respiratory:  Denies any cough.  Denies any shortness of breath.  Denies any pain with deep inspiration.  Gastrointestinal:  No complaints of abdominal pain.  Denies any nausea.  No vomiting.  Denies any diarrhea.  No history of peptic ulcer disease.
